Motivated to motivate!

Motivation means “a reason to act”. Motivation is a cycle; English teachers need to be motivated to
motivate their students. Teachers are motivated by their passion for teaching, and, consequently,
they will do their best to give great lessons. Students become motivated because they can feel the
motivation of their teachers, illustrated by the inspiring lessons they give.

Since there is no such thing as a motivation formula, we, as teachers, should reflect on how we can
best motivate our students and keep this motivation high. This is, in fact, directly related to
maintaining our own motivation as teachers.

Motivation is, arguably, the key factor affecting the success of foreign language learning and, as
such, is something which it is worth taking time to reflect on. Although learner motivation can clearly
be affected by a number of internal and external factors, it appears obvious that the teacher exerts
considerable influence. As teachers, we can have a positive effect on learner motivation levels by, for
example, being motivated and enthusiastic ourselves, using interesting materials and activities,
making the purpose of tasks clear and drawing on our students’ own background and cultures.
